Compost Program Expands

This month marks an important change

in the way we manage our waste in
Vancouver. Starting this month single-family
houses no longer have to send raw food
waste to the landfill.

Instead we have two options for this waste:
compost it in our backyard (as some of us
have been doing for years) or put it out in
the Green Top Bin for the City to take away
with our yard trimmings.

This is really good news. Food rotting in
landfills produces an aggressive greenhouse
gas called methane. By keeping our food
out of the landfill we reduce methane and
slow down climate change.

We’ve learned a lot about garbage in the
past 20 years and we are slowly changing
our daily practices to reduce waste and its
harmful impacts.

If you are ready to try backyard composting,
we have several events planned during
Salmonberry Days to get you off on the
right foot — including $25 dollar starter bins
for sale at the Salmonberry Days market on
May 30. If you choose to use your Green Bin
instead, we can help you get started with
that and answer your questions.
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See inside for details about these and
dozens of other great events during this
year’s Salmonberry Days festival in Dunbar.
